From The Desk of The Registrar

     Thank you for electing me and letting me serve our Emmaus 
community as registrar.  I would like to extend my thanks to Gene 
Dobrzelecki for his past service as registrar.  He has done an excellent 
service for all of us.  If anyone is interested in learning the ropes about 
being the registrar in the future, please contact me, and I©ll be more than 
glad to get with you and go over the database and responsibilities of this 
position.  If you have ever have wanted to learn about how to work with a 
database using Microsoft Access, then this is the job for you.  The pay is 
great, and the rewards are eternal!  
 
     In the meantime, think about sponsorship. 
Sponsorship:  According to the dictionary, a sponsor is one who takes 
responsibility for another. The suffix  "-ship" refers to the skill involved 
in the activity. So sponsorship is the skill of taking responsibility for 
another. 
 
     Simply put; "The aim of sponsorship in the Emmaus community is to 
build up the body of Christ."  
 
     The aim of a sponsor should not be "to get all my friends to go," to fill 
up the weekend, to fix people©s problems, or to reproduce one©s own 
religious experience in others. Rather, the aim of the sponsor is to bring 
spiritual revitalization to Christians who will, in turn, bring new life and 
vision to the work of the church in the congregation, home, workplace, 
and community.  Sponsorship is an act of love for God, for the 
participants in the Walk to Emmaus, for the Emmaus Community, and 
for the church. It is a demonstration of agape love.  
 
     If the pilgrim candidate is married, it is important to speak with 
husband and wife about attending the walk and having them register 
together as early as possible.  The same applies if the pilgrim candidate is 
single and has a significant other, try to speak with both of them.  Why is 
it so important to get the applications in early?  It is because the women©s 
walks tend to fill up faster than the men©s.  Applications are taken as they 
are received and/or postmarked.  So if you turn in a couple©s set of 
applications close to the start of a walk, the man will probably get 
accepted, but the woman may be wait listed for the next set of walks.  So 
please, get those applications in as soon as possible. 
 
     Speaking of applications, be sure they are filled out completely, show 
church attended and are signed by pastor/clergy.  Include complete 
sponsor information so the database can be updated with your current 
information in case we have to contact you.  It is the sponsor©s 
responsibility to make the applicant aware of the cost of the weekend and 
the type of financial arrangements that can be made.  A minimum deposit 
of $25.00 is required to place a pilgrim on the walk list.  Please see that 
full tuition is paid at least 30 days prior to the walk.  Applications can be 
downloaded from the Emmaus of the Rockies website:

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  “The most important job of all” .

    I would like to invite each of you, as members of the Emmaus 
community, to experience the joy of sponsorship. Any person who has 
participated in Emmaus can sponsor another person as long as they 
understand the aim and responsibilities of sponsorship and can fulfill 
them.  
 
      In this article, I will try to explain these.  Our sponsorship is 
purposeful and prayerful.  Our first step in sponsorship is to prayerfully 
consider whom we should sponsor. As sponsors, our goal should not be 
to get all our friends to go, or to make sure we fill all the seats in the 
conference room.  Our aim as sponsors should be to build the body of 
Christ by sponsoring Christians who will use this experience to bring new 
life and vision to the work of the church, in the congregation, home, 
workplace, and in their community. These could be our church leaders or 
dependable church members, or less active church members who need 
their awareness of grace rekindled and their commitments renewed. We 
all know they will definitely feel and see the acts of love and grace 
poured out. 
 
      Emmaus is right for many people-but not for everyone. We need to 
consider religious background and emotional condition of the persons we 
are considering to sponsor.  Once the decision has been made as to whom 
is a good candidate, we should pray for their openness to God’s call to 
discipleship.  We can then extend the invitation explaining the basic 
elements and the purpose of the weekend. Remember that nothing that 
happens on a walk is a secret.  
 
     If the potential pilgrim is married, his or her spouse also needs to be 
invited to attend an Emmaus weekend.  Once it is agreed that they both 
shall attend; send the registration forms to the registrar with the proper 
payment.  Continue to pray for your pilgrim, prepare an agape letter and 
gather 8-12 personal agape letters (these letters will be from close family 
and friends that you know will be a huge blessing). If you have additional 
letters please keep them and give them to your pilgrim after the walk. 
(We need to eliminate the situations where one pilgrim has a bag 
overflowing with letters and another pilgrim only has a few letters). 
Please support the walk through your prayers by signing up for the 72 
hour prayer vigil, attending sponsor’s hours, candlelight, and closing.  
 
     You are also responsible to take your pilgrim to and from the walk.  
Support your pilgrim’s family by helping out where needed.  This could 
be house sitting, picking up mail, baby sitting, watering plants, or just 
checking in with the spouse to see what you could do to help.  
 
     After the walk, you need to get your pilgrim to the fourth day 
gathering and get them involved in a reunion group.  Inform them of 
ways to get involved with the Emmaus community and future walks.  
 
      Sponsorship is an act of love for God, the pilgrim, the Emmaus 
community, and the church.  It demonstrates agape love, making us 
instruments of prevenient grace.  I hope this answers some questions 
about sponsorship.  If you have any questions or concerns, please contact 
me, or any of the board members.  It is time to prayerfully consider who 
is right to sponsor for the upcoming walks.
