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WHAT IS CHRYSALIS?

Before it becomes a butterfly, a
caterpillar goes through a growth stage
during which it is called a “chrysalis”. On
the surface it may not look like much is
happening but the delicate chrysalis
process changes the fuzzy caterpillar
into an awesome butterfly with wings of
intricate designs and intense colors. The
chrysalis process symbolizes how Christ
can transform you into something be-
yond your wildest dreams. It happens
when you grow beyond yourself, open-
ing your life to Jesus’ power and love.

“Chrysalis Flights” (for teenagers 15-18)
and “Journeys” (for young adults 19-24)
are 3 day events. This three-day spiri-
